Pioneer Inn Bar 
and Grill, 
Perrysburg
An historic log cabin restaurant up for auction about 
15 years ago became a fresh start for Jacquie Dorring.
Family ties brought her to Wood County more than 
a decade ago, and Jacquie was looking for a new 
challenge that would allow her to work with lots of 
people after losing her job as an operations manager.

She purchased the Pioneer Inn in 2009, opening in 2010, 
and then in 2011 added a Lottery license to her business. 

Dating back to the late 1940s, the Pioneer Inn was known for 
offering hot cooked meals to weary travelers. In addition, the 
business included a handful of small cabins for overnight stays. 
Today the cabins are used for short term rentals, often by those 
working in the energy, manufacturing and distribution industries 
that have surged in Wood County in recent years.

“It’s a good community,” says Jacquie, who is originally from 
Toledo. She is grateful for the welcome embrace the community 
has shown her family over the years. “The regulars become like 
your family,” she says.

Her customers enjoy scratch-offs, which she sells from the 
WinStation vending machine, along with dedicated vending 
for Keno and other games. And just last year, the Pioneer Inn 
earned a spot in the Ohio Lottery’s Keno Million Dollar Club.
She was surprised and proud to learn they hit that landmark 
before some of the area’s big box retailers. 

Jacquie works with a team of 11 employees, including her son 
Frank, who manages the day-to-day business. You can often find 
her in the early mornings in the kitchen, preparing one of the 
restaurant’s favorite dishes, the New York Manhattan. The beef 
dish is often the house specialty on Mondays.

“My people are definitely loyal,” says Jacquie.
